1–2 pages for each Bible Book Review 
 
A Bible Book Review should include the following information: 
 WHO: Discuss the author and audience of  the book. 
 WHEN: Discuss the date of  authorship of  the book. 
 WHERE: Discuss the location of  the book’s author and location of  the 

audience at the time of  writing, as well as the historical setting. 
 WHY: Discuss the purpose of  the book as written to the original audience. 
 HOW: Provide a basic outline of  the book and a few major themes. 
 Optional: Any other interesting features in the book that you learned in the 

lectures or your own reading or study of  the book.
