Pros and Cons of Evangelism Methods

Gives a template to follow
Helps stay focused
Motivate a church group
Sets example for others

Reminds us that evangelism is verbal

Pros and Cons of Evangelism Methods

Can lead to “THE way” to evangelize

Can lead to division

Can lead to varsity vs. junior varsity methods

Can lead to formal training = “the right way”

Can lead to trust in a method vs. trust in Holy Spirit

Can lead to an abridged gospel

Strengths
v Easy conversation to start
v' Takes God’s holiness and man’s sin setiously
¥" Quickly puts people in a logical paradox

v Gives the bad news before the good news

The Way of the Master: A Cold Evangelism Method

Weaknesses
v Aspects of the gospel downplayed
¥' Often disconnected with the local church
Rightly stresses judicial nature of salvation but not restoration of
relationship
Leads to confusion about the New Covenant

Sometimes presented as the only valid approach
